Competition & Judging Information 

GENERAL INFORMATION
Registration and Orientation begins at 5pm on Friday October 26, 2007. If you are in need of late registration you must contact the pageant office at least 2 weeks prior to the event. Shortly after arrival, registration and orientation, we will begin rehearsals.  You will not be judged during rehearsals and you should feel free to wear anything that you feel is comfortable. You will be moving a lot, so we suggest that you wear the most comfortable shoes that you own. Depending upon the total number of entrant the pageant will be held either Saturday night or Sunday afternoon. We will know by mid-September please plan accordingly. The Jr. Teen pageant is scheduled for Sunday at 2pm and we would appreciate it if you would plan to stay for this event.
In this packet of forms and information you have received a 4 page bio form. Please submit 6 copies of this form to the national office no later than October 1, 2007.
EVENING WEAR 25%
As a Ms. contestant, there are no restrictions on the gowns that you may wear. We recommend that all gowns are floor length.  Flesh colored and clear shoes generally do better with the judges. Remember that if you are wearing a dark gown, you should not wear light shoes, and vice versa. The idea is to draw the judges’ eye away from your feet. Delegates will be judged on grace, poise and elegance of carriage during their presentation. Evening gown is worth 25% of your score.
SPOKESMODLE 25%
Since there is no interview portion of this pageant, the Spokes model competition will be the one chance that you have to speak in front of the judges. You will asked to perform a 30 second speech on the topic of their choice.  The judging will be based on their performing and/or speaking skill and the overall entertainment value of their performance.  All speeches must be memorized and must be an original composition.  Poetry is strictly prohibited and will result in loss of score in this competition event.
CASUAL WEAR 25%

Each delegate will model an outfit of her own choosing.  It must be age appropriate and it should portray the delegate’s fashion essence. Delegates will be judged on facial beauty and overall cover model look from their choice of submitted 8x10 inch color photograph.

SWIMSUIT 25%

Swimsuits wear may be one or two piece. Cutouts and mesh are acceptable. Solid colors are preferred. Judges will be looking for the individual who is physically fit, energetic and healthy, with a strong sense of self-esteem.
